Evaluation & Planning:
· Agree plans with Fundraising Manager
· Liaise with Fundraising Manager to develop and prepare publicity for events

Organisation:
· Co-ordinate day to day activities in lead up to event

· Work with South England staff to deliver event/activities on   agreed budgets

· Report on any issues raised and suggest plans to rectify them
Estimated hours:

· As a volunteer you control the time you give and Arthritis Care South England will always try to be flexible and fit in with your other commitments

· You will only be asked to do short-term or one-off events

· You will be offered specific volunteering opportunities but you will decide whether you take part

Skills / Knowledge:

· Enthusiasm

· Willingness to help as and when you have time

· Ability to work as part of a team

· Literate

· Numerate

· Organisational skills

· Telephone access (preferably a mobile able to receive text messages)

· Access to email

· Access to a vehicle and full driving licence (preferable)
Induction and training:

· Volunteers will be invited to participate in an induction day at Arthritis Care Head Office in Euston, London

· The Fundraising Manager will provide training at the start of the voluntary post being taken up, and will be in regular telephone and face-to-face contact with volunteers

· Reasonable travel expenses will be paid
